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In every city where Street Pastors 

operate, there is a decrease in street 

crime.  These courageous men and 

women are breaking down the walls of 

the church and are going into the 

streets with the compassion of Jesus.  It 

is not easy.  On any given night, Street 

Pastors will encounter homelessness, 

drunkenness, anger, violence, loneliness, 

despair,  hopelessness, and a host of 

other concerns that normal church-

goers rarely see.

This is why they pray.  A Street Pastor 

cannot deal with all of  these things in 

their own strength.  They need God’s 

strength and intervention.
